• NL aims to submit an ambitious RRP, with reforms and investments

that address the 2019 and 2020 Country Specific Recommendations.

A decision on the Dutch RRP will be made by our next government,
to be formed after the elections in three weeks, so the substance of

our RRP is still in a preparation phase.

• For NL it is important that the RRPs are of high quality. They form a

unique opportunity to strengthen our economies, increase their

resilience, improve the single market and foster the twin transitions.

Therefore, ambitious structural reforms in line with the Country

Specific Recommendations are crucial as is a fixed minimal level of

dedication of RRPs to the twin transition.

• I remind you that there are several CSRs that relate to the functioning

of the Single Market. Also here the RRF offers a great opportunity.

• When improving the strength and resilience of our economies and the

Single Market we lay the solid foundation to achieve strategic

autonomy while preserving an open economy. Regarding strategic

autonomy I would refer to the non-paper mentioned by the Danish

delegation.
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Single Market 

• I would like to stress another pressing issue as well.

• I am concerned about the current status of the single market. We

appear to re-create the same problems as during last spring. I would

urge all member states to respect the free movement of goods and

guarantee the functioning of green lanes.

Standards 

• In support of previous Member States interventions, NL agrees that a

well-functioning system for harmonized standards is essential,

especially to accompany the green and digital transitions and that all

actors (Industry and other stakeholders, Commission, Member States

and Standardization Bodies) must work together to improve the

system.

• I can support a discussion on standardization at the COMPET in May.
