* NOTE: as the webinar is for 2 hours, there will not be time for all countries to present. However, this format should allow
us to cover a useful range of hot topics (see below).

11. Revision of guidance/guidelines

12. Achieving appropriate isolation of residents

13. Investigating transmission chains

14. Opportunities for ECDC to generate guidance

15. Opportunities for ECDC to generate training materials / micro-learning

16. Opportunities for ECDC to provide added benefit for national COVID work in LTCFs
