MVC are looking to start a Phase | study this month. MVC have also informed that they have been able to exceed their production

by nearly X2, meaning they would be comfortable to produce up to 400 mill doses per annum given pre purchase of raw materials,

and with further expansion could increase this to 800+ mill doses by end of 2021. MVC are also investigating the potential of

making this a single dose shot, due to strong preclinical results. A mouse trial to that effect was initiated on Aug 25th, 2020
