Currently, the northern islands (Saint Martin and Saint-Barthelemy) are supplied from Guadeloupe with Pfizer and Moderna
vaccines.

Considering the logistical canstraints inherent in the transport of these vaccines, and a context where the supply of doses is
limited, we’ve decided to organize for St Barthelemy and St Martin, a “flash vaccination campaign” in order to vaccinate the entire
eligible population (people over 18 years old) at once.

In France, the Janssen vaccine is reserved for people over 55 years old. Considering this information, the Regional Health Agency
(of Guadeloupe, Saint Martin and Saint-Barthelemy) have decided to use at this stage exclusively the Pfizer and Moderna vaccines.

The campaign is expected to intensify in mid-May, and the vaccine target is around 25 000 people.
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At this stage, 2231 people have already received one injection, and 935 people are already fully vaccinated in Saint Martin, on the
french side of the island.
